Get Outside with Room to Move!

The Active Healthy Kids Canada Report Card (2011) found that kids who are outside

during the afterschool period (the time between the end of the school day and before the

dinner hour—3 to 6pm) take about 2000 steps more than kids who are cocooned inside.

This is a substantial amount of activity, roughly equivalent to walking an additional 2 km

per day.
